Your normal home is where you
usually live - that means where you
spend 185 days or more in a period
of 12 months because of your work
and personal connections. But if
you have no work connections or
your work and personal connections
are in different countries then you
usually live where your personal
connections are. (However if you
are a UK citizen and you are
working abroad your normal home
can be where you are working so
long as you have lived there for 185
days or more in a period of 12
months.) As an example, if you are
a UK citizen working and living with
your family in the USA for the past 2
years, your normal home is the
USA.

The UK is England, Scotland,
Wales, Northern Ireland (but not the
Channel Islands).

The EC is the European
Community: Austria, Belgium,
Denmark, Finland, France,
Germany, Greece, the Irish
Republic, Italy, Luxembourg, the
Netherlands, Portugal, Spain,
Sweden, and the UK.
